October 2009, following lower tax revenue predictions, Governor
Culver ordered a 10% across-the-board spending cut.

Effective December 1, 2009, WFSI’s Medicaid funding received a
2.5% rate reduction resulting in a $48,414.00 lost revenue.

The 2.5% rate cut for services under the Intellectual Disabilities
wavier resulted in a funding loss of $7.6 million to services.

Astonishingly, it’s estimated the $7.6 million cut saved only
$385,000.00 of state also lost $5.2 million in federal draw down
money available from these cuts.
